· Police Scotland now supports the Community Speed Watch scheme which allows communities to address their concerns re speeding in their own areas. This will complement the work the police already does.
· Communities can purchase speed detecting equipment (at their cost), and Police Scotland will give instruction and guidance in the use of the equipment.  This enables warning letters to be sent to speeders and informs them they have been seen. Equipment and costs were circulated.
